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History:

The South Fayette Township Library opened its doors on January 10, 1994 with a mostly donated collection of 4,000 books and a mere 900 square footage of space.  In February 2003, the municipal building was remodeled increasing the library’s space to 1,900 square feet.  The increased space allowed for additional shelving, more public access computers, separate children’s area, study space and comfortable seating.  Our collection continues to grow and now totals over 25,000 volumes!

Memberships:

The South Fayette Township Library is a member of the Allegheny County Library Association (ACLA), the EiNetwork, American Library Association (ALA) and the South West Communities Chamber of Commerce.
Funding Sources:
In 2009 South Fayette Township Library received funding from various sources.  The RAD funding totaled $47,679, State Funding added an additional $27,000 the municipality contributed $67,500*, and finally, other funding was a combination of donations, fundraising, memorials, grants and other library generated income totaling $27,917.
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*In addition to the monetary support, South Fayette Township also provides the library with shared services which include building space, electricity, water, heat and other supplies.
Circulation:
Circulation is defined as the number of items checked out of the library.  Since 2002 we have seen an increase in circulation each year; and 2009 was an exception due to a major road construction detour with a Pennsylvania Department of Transportation Bridge replacement. Circulation totaled 66,733 in 2009, an accomplishment even with the bridge out of commission.  
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In 2009, the library circulated 19,787 adult and young adult books; 25,415 children’s books; 12,747 adult and young adult audiovisuals; and 8,784 children’s audiovisuals.
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Programming:
In 2009 the library offered 560 programs for children, young adults and adults.  The attendance at these program totaled 5,892. Programs included toddler story times, Mother Goose story times, Magic Tree house for school age children, Adult book club, Wise Walkers for adults, One Book One Community reading program, chess club, chess tournament, summer reading programs, holiday and special story times, knitting, crafts and more! 
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Collections:
The library continues to add new materials in various formats.  The collection now includes books (fiction and nonfiction) for children, young adults and adults; books on compact disc and cassette; videos and DVDs; magazines and newspapers; and music CDs; a Reference collection; a Large Print collection; and special collections including Accelerated Readers and Local History.  The current collection contains  25,250, items.
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Library Visits:
In 2009 people visited the Library 24,523 times!  Many came to check out materials or to use our public computers, equipped with Internet access and various software packages.  Others attended programs.  Many came to use our photocopier, fax machine or to sit and read in front of our cozy fireplace.  And, still others came for information found in our Reference section or online using one of our many databases.  
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Questions

Library staff answered 2,500 reference questions in 2009!  In addition, patrons were assisted with 446 computer related questions and 1,814 reference questions.  We also received 2,623 phone calls!  
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Highlights:
· The Library Staff and Board attended varied and informative Continuing Education workshops.
· Children, teens, and adults had the opportunity to participate in the Summer Reading Club.  

· Patrons participated in the One Book One Community countywide reading event sponsored by the Allegheny County Library Association.
· Children participated in the countywide Annual Chess Tournament, also sponsored by the Allegheny County Library Association.
· Adults participated in an Adult Book Club, Knitting classes, and many turned out to get healthy with the Wise Walk program. 

· Due to a major road detour and closure on Millers Run Rd., Library patrons had to travel on State Rt. 50 approximately 4 more miles one way to visit the Library. Access on Millers Run Rd. was limited starting September 2008 until September 2009.
